• For leagues that want to start using Got Soccer for scheduling (IT IS FREE) 
contact Linda Lathrop at Cpacheco@fysa.com  for initial league set up. 

• We will send out a memo on league enhancements for those leagues that 
used Got Soccer last year for scheduling. 

• It is very important that you have the clubs or teams use their existing Got 
Soccer accounts to enter the league. DO NOT HAVE TEAMS MAKE UP A 
SEPARATE ACCOUNT FOR YOUR LEAGUE. The integration of the software 
depends on teams using the existing accounts. 

 
 
 

• For leagues that are not using the Got Soccer scheduling software and 
want to view team’s rosters, you are going to have to go through a similar 
process. You have a Got Soccer account, you will have to create a league 
event and create an application so that clubs can enter your league and 
then they can enter the teams later.
